Major challenges that would be faced by the government are as follows: 
(a) Oppose from the State Government: - There could be an opposition from the State Government in following New Education Policy as they are already having their State Boards that are running their education system properly. 
(b) Cut other government expenditure: - As government is planning for increase the expenditure from 4% of GDP to 6% of GDP there would be requirement of diverting the government expenditure from some other area to education sector which means compromising the quality of some other sector for getting good quality education sector.
(c) Opposition from common people: - As people pay direct and indirect taxes through various modes they would definitely question the government that when they are having already an education policy why there is requirement for reforming as it would increase the government expenditure which in turn would be a burden on the tax paying population. 
(d) Opposition from School Authorities: - As there are many administrative work in the school a new education policy would increase the burden on the administrative staff.As the core work of the school should be to impart quality education and when there is requirement to maintain additional record then it would definitely be burden some for the school authorities. 
(e) Opposition from the teachers : - As new education policy would require school teachers to educate them so there would definitely be an opposition from the teacher fraternity as it is sometimes become very difficult to learn unlearn and relearn. 
(f) Opposition from the parents: - There are many parents that borrow the study material from the students of the senior classes but now there would be requirement for all the students to purchase the new study material for this year as new policy is getting implemented. Also there are many schools that take the books of the senior students, bind them and issue those books to the junior students but now there is no chance of doing that.

(g) Partition of the students on language basis could also be the cause of opposition: - As students could be able to learn some of the vernacular languages but the interest of the student would only be in that language that he already speaks at home. He would cherish that language only which is some how directly or indirectly related to him so this may become cause of feeling of separation among the students. Conclusions Although it is very important to bring about the revision of many years old education policy still the issue is required to be tackled very carefully by the government. New education policy is required to be kept away from the feeling of communalism. 

Constructive suggestions from all the states are required to be taken as it would provide the sense of participation among all the states so that there would be a smooth implementation of new education policy. New education policy should not bring about an additional expenditure on the pocket of the students. If it brings about any incremental expenditure on the pocket of students then that should be compensated by the government in some other form. Government should try to mitigate the additional expenditure of implementing this policy by taxing the luxury goods and not the goods of daily consumption. 

Administrative burden to the school authorities should not increase in the implementation of the policy as they would stop supporting this initiative of the government. Whenever any training session is planned for the teachers then it should be such that it should first be the revision of their previous knowledge and then new things should be taught to the teachers then they would think that the new education policy is just bringing an extension in their previous knowledge. The issue of the language is required to be tackled very cautiously by the government.
